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British parents are made to fell like fools when they try to help their children with school homework, a new Internet study has discovered.

Many mothers and fathers find that most questions set by schools are too tough for them. Mathematics and Science post the biggest problems. Questions about English, foreign languages and information technology also cause difficulties for parents.

The survey revealed that more than half of all parents interviewed could not solve homework questions while trying to help their children. The study also showed that children were most likely to turn to the mothers who spend, on average, 25% more time than fathers do on their youngsters’ homework.

Experts say that the government should spend more money training parents to help their children with homework.
