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A surfboard rider was attack by a shark 200 meters from a swimming area of Queensland’s Gold Coast recently.

The man, Rod Andrew, suffered a 30-cm gash to his left calf. He lost a lot of blood and was in a serious condition.


Doctors praised the prompt actions of lifeguards for helping to save the man’s life. They pulled him out of the sea and applied a bandage to control severe bleeding before an ambulance arrived.


“The quick thinking by lifesavers saved the man’s life,” said a hospital spokesman.


Sydney was placed on “shark alert” earlier this year after a spate of attacks. The last fatal shark attack in the harbour took place in 1963.
