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A 77- year old woman was in critical condition after being stung more than 500 times by a swarm killer bees in the United States of America.

“The woman was attacked while walking along a street near her Las Vegas home,” said firefighters. “The bees might have been drawn to something in the bag she was carrying,” the firefighters said.

Firefighters wearing special gear doused the woman with water to get about 200 bees off her. Two police officers were stung trying to rescue her.
The bees were Africanised bees, commonly known as killer bees, because of the way they attack in swarms.

Africanised bees have killed about 1 000 people since they began migrating from Brazil in 1957. The first swarm attack reported in the United States was in Texas in 1990.
